The burial registers prior to 1853 are at the Somerset

Heritage Centre, Taunton, with microfiche copies of these
at Bath Record Office. Up until now none of these have
been indexed.

The registers prior to 1800 have limited value as it is only
in exceptional cases that an age is included.
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The graveyard is divided into arbitrary sections A-F.
Sections A-C are north of the path that runs from the
gate in Church lane, past the church westwards to the
entrance in Tucking Mill Lane. Sections D-F are south of
this path and east of the church.
Sections A, B, D and E, and most of section C are
arranged on a grid aligned with the axis of the western
section of the path. Section F is in two parts. That part
south of the church is arranged parallel to the assumed
orientation of the pre -1865 churches. The graves east

of the church are aligned with the orientation of the

1865 church.
