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Note on graves in Sections X, Y and Z: 

Section X 

In section X some rows in the western area are designated as XAA rather than in the sequence XA to XG. 

Section Z numbering 

In section Z, the positions given in the index have annotations ‘below’ and ‘above’. By undertaking a survey of the surviving memorials, it has become apparent that, at some point, the 

graves were extended southwards towards the railway. However, the row numbers ZA-ZG were re-used with the annotation indicating whether below or above the east-west path.  Later 

the sequence was extended to ZH-ZK but this only seems to apply to plot numbers greater than 40. As the annotations weren’t applied consistently there is therefore an ambiguity about 

the positions of some graves.
